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in a view of Catholic physicians
The German medical association BKÄ / UCPG* notes: 

1)  As causes of homosexuality are discussed:
a)  Intrinsic causes:  Disposition, expressed sensibilty; 
b)  Extrinsic causes: psychic injuries (trauma),
     -  early infantile divelopmental disorder, injuiries
    -  familiar disorders (parents, father/mother)  in the childhood,  
     From both of these causes accrues a weak masculin / 
     female Ego.

c)  Heritable factors are not verifiable, but are discussed:

     Epigenetic heredity (f.ex. from syphilitic pollution).

2)   Attempt of a definition of homosexuality:
   -  No ‚disease‘ in the sense of the internat. Classific. ICD10,

  -   psychic disorder with different characteristics

   -  homoerotic disorder of maturation and sentiment,

   -  psychic disorder able to be treated,


3)   Possibilities of a therapeutical approach:
a)   Medical: 
      - Psychotherapeutical (+Psychoanalysis, Logo-therapy,…)
      - Classical Homoeopathy (with nosodes, constitut. therapy, …)
b)   Spiritual:  Pastoral care, prayer, reversal, Hagio-Therapy, 
       sacraments, …

4)   Dangers and risks by the life and behaviour as active HS:
a)   Sanitary:  Infection  with HIV + sexual diseases, psychiatric 
       peculiarities, higher rate of disposition for suicide (not for 
       spoken critics!). – This can conduce to a lower life span.
b)  Moral erratic behaviour: H. is a form of sexuality, whose practise morally is not allowed:  Based on the Holy Scripture and the doctrine of the church (catechism, …). – Unnatural  sexual practises, seduction of other (young!) people, distorsion oft he view of  matrimony and family, problems in the matrimony, …,  …
5.   Principal considerations regarding homosexuality:
a)  We don’t have the intention to offend somebody, or 
     discrimate or ‚stigmatize‘, ‚condemn‘ or to ‚out‘ …. him.

b)  We are conscious, that our staments are unusual, unexpec-
     ted and can act painful .
c) There are possible both relief of suffering and healing:
-   every suffering people has the right of assistance, 
-   the qualified physician and minister is called to help,

-   the UCPG negates a ‚homosexual comunity of values‘ and 
    same-sex marriages and identity

6.  Recommandations to all physicians, ministers, citizens:
a) - To show interesting for the argument, the needs / conflicts.

-  to be friendly and attentive towards the HS-people

-  to offer assiciance tot he suffering, unsettled people,

-  no belittlement of homosexuality and the colletaral dangers,
-  attention to the prophylaxis, no sexual promiscuity, …    
b)  To establish Self-help-groups f. persons concerned, parents.
c)  Protection of childrens against seductions + undesired 
     developments
d)  Not to tolerate intimidation of specialists and the generallity
e) To formulate a common standard for assistance and helpers.        We beg Your comprehension for this short composed schedule + translation.
